With My Design Snap app, you can easily or automatically position your embroidery designs on the
fabric, by capturing an image of the hooped fabric and sending the image to your machine. This manual
will help you understand how to use the application more easily if you refer to it along with the tutorial
videos.

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3-3. Positioning using an embroidery positioning sticker as reference point

Using the Advanced Mode, you can choose from up to 9 points where you want to place the embroidery
design with an embroidery positioning sticker as the reference point.
