Then, print your labels
and leave the last label in the Label Printer until you are ready to
print a new label.

« After the last label prints, press and simultaneously to
feed the tape, and then eject and cut the last label. Note that the
Label Printer will feed approx. 23 mm of tape before the next new
label when you use this method.

| cannot update the printer’s
firmware using the P-touch
Update Software, Transfer
Express, or Mac Update Tool.

Restart the printer and then try to update the firmware again. Do not
press any buttons during the firmware update.
